5120-9-11 Security control.

     (A) An inmate may be placed in isolation from the inmate population prior to a hearing for investigation or because of an alleged rule infraction if

any of the following apply:

     (1) An investigation is required prior to the issuance of a rule violation notice or an administrative action; or

     (2) The rule allegedly violated is a class II rule; or

     (3) There is a threat or danger to the security of the institution, inmates, staff, institutional property, or the inmate himself or threat of disruption

of the orderly operation of the institution.

     (B) No inmate may be placed in isolation for control purposes without the express written authority of the deputy superintendent of custody, or the

person designated to act in his absence.

     (C) The written statement of action taken and reasons therefor shall be forwarded to the managing officer.

     (D) No inmate shall be held in isolation for investigation purposes in excess of seven days without the written authority of the managing officer.

Notice of any person held in isolation for investigation purposes in excess of seven days shall be immediately forwarded by the managing officer to the

director, or his designee, with reasons therefor. Similar notice shall be forwarded at the end of each subsequent seven-day period that the inmate is being

so held.

     (E) The hearing of the rule infraction shall be held within three business days, if practicable, following the date the inmate is placed in security

control for other than investigation reasons. However, unless waived, the inmate shall be afforded twenty-four hours prior to the hearing in order to allow

reasonable opportunity to formulate a defense.

     (F) The managing officer shall forward a monthly summary report to the director or his designee of all inmates placed in security control and the reasons

therefor.

     (G) Inmates placed in security control may be denied cell privileges pursuant to the procedures contained in paragraph (F) of rule 5120-9-08 of the

Administrative Code. The privileges afforded inmates in security control shall be the same as those afforded inmates in administrative control under paragraph

(B) of rule

5120-9-13

of the Administrative Code.
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
